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Navy Suspends OLF Studies
in North Cgrolina

NCWF Applauds Navy's Decision

The North Carolina Wildlife Federation
was thrilled to hear the announcement by
the Navy in February that it would suspend
work on the Outlying Landing Field (OLF)
Draft Environmental Impact Statement in
North Carolina until at least 2014. NCWF
had fought the project for years. The pro-
posed OLF would consist of a jet practice
landing field in a rural area of North Car-
olina or Virginia but was challenged by
local residents, elected officials, and con-
servation organizations. The Navy has
decided to focus efforts for an OLF on the
West Coast of the U.S. where there is a
greater need for aircraft maneuvers.

A statement from Navy spokesperson
Lt. Paul Macapagal read: "The Navy is
suspending release of and stopping work
on the Outlying Landing Field (OLF)
Draft Environmental Impact Statement
(EIS) until the East Coast Navy Joint
Strike Fighter (JSF) basing and training

requirements are better defined. The East
Coast Navy JSF Basing EIS will com-
mence at a time to be determined, but
no earlier than 2014. Thus, no earlier
than 2014, the Navy will re-evaluate
the OLF requirement and potential East
Coast JSF home basing locations.”

Reaction from conservationists was
elated. "We are extremely pleased with
the Navy's decision to halt evaluation of
an OLF in North Carolina,” said Tim
Gestwicki, NCWF executive director.
"It has been a long path to this decision,
but we believe the Navy's decision ends
the saga on siting an OLF in eastern
North Carolina. Construction of an OLF
would have harmed wildlife and sensitive
habitats in this part of the state, as well
as affecting the livelihood of many farm-
ing families. This news is to be celebrated
by wildlife enthusiasts, sportsmen, local
communities, and elected officials.”

Gestwicki went on to applaud the
work of Governor Beverly Perdue and

Senators Burr and Hagan “for standing
up for what is right for the wildlife and
people of our state.”

The OLF battle has been going on for
nearly ten years in North Carolina. It began
with a near David-and-Goliath situation
when the Navy first chose Washington
and Beaufort counties next to the Pocosin
Lakes National Wildlife Refuge as the initial
OLF Site. The Navy's decision pitted it
against sportsmen, birders, conservation
groups, local farming communities, and
North Carolina’s elected officials.

The Navy had initially proposed a
30,000-acre jet landing field next to the
Pocosin Lakes National Wildlife Refuge.
Construction of this OLF site would have
disturbed significant habitat for upwards
of 67,000 migratory snow geese, nearly
half the world's known population of
tundra swans, and tens of thousands of
migratory ducks and other waterfowl.

NCWEF along with other conservation
groups and local citizens and politicians,
banded together to stop the Navy's develop-
ment plans in this sensitive habitat area.
After the Navy dropped plans for the orig-
inal site it turned to two other potential
sites in Camden and Gates counties. OLF
siting in these counties was also opposed
by the Federation because of potential
impacts to wetlands, rare species, and
sensitive wildlife habitat.

Scholarship Grants Available

Each year the North Carolina Wildlife
Federation provides up to 7 grants of
$1,000 each to students enrolled and
attending an accredited North Carolina
college or university full-time.

These students must be majoring in the areas
of wildlife, fisheries, forestry, conservation, or
the environment. Scholarships are for graduate
students and undergraduates, including those
enrolled in 2-year programs.

NCWE is seeking to identify and recognize
deserving students and is soliciting applications
for scholarship aid. Applications can be down-
loaded at www.ncwf.org.

MARCH

March 20: Spring equinox. Last day of National
Wildlife Week. Trout lilies, bloodroot, and several
other early spring wildflowers are in bloom.

March 21: Fox pups are born. Oconee bells are
in bloom.

March 22: First luna moth broods are emerging.

March 23: Chimney swifts and common night-
hawks are returning. First tiger swallowtail broods
are emerging.

March 25: Yellow-throated warblers and other
early spring migrants are arriving.

March 28: Peak shorebird migration along the
coast. Pea Island, Ocracoke, and Portsmouth Island
provide good shorebird viewing.

March 30: Bluets and several violet species are in
bloom. Southern cricket frogs begin calling in the
Coastal Plain.

March 3 1: Whip-poor-wills and chuck-will’s-
widows begin calling.

APRIL

April 2: Ruby-throated hummingbirds are
returning.

April 5: Eastern bluebirds begin laying eggs.

April 5-7: Annual Meeting of NC Partners in
Amphibian and Reptile Conservation, Lake

April 7: Fowler’s toads begin calling.

April 10: Green frogs and northern cricket frogs
begin calling.

April 12: The first broods of our largest moth—
the Cecropia moth—are emerging.

April 15: Lupines are in bloom in the Coastal
Plain and Sandhills.

April 16: Red-tailed hawks are nesting. Hard-
wood trees are beginning to acquire leaves in
the Mountains.

April 17: Peak eastern redbud bloom over much
of the state.

April 20: Bluebird eggs begin hatching. Bobwhite
and wild turkeys begin nesting. Ruffed grouse are
drumming.

April 22: Earth Day. Many activities celebrating
life on Earth will take place this week. Contact
your favorite environmental organization to find
out what's happening near you.

April 24: Ospreys are nesting.

April 25: Bullfrogs have begun calling over much
of the state. Bowfin are spawning.

April 28: Peak dogwood bloom over much of the
state. Many sunfish species are spawning.

May 3: Atamasco lilies are blooming. Wood duck
eggs are hatching.

May 6: Trilliums are in bloom along the Blue Ridge
Parkway. Piping plovers begin nesting on our barrier
islands.

May 7-8: Carolina Bird Club’s annual Spring
Meeting, Boone/Blowing Rock, NC. Visit

May 9: Peak honeysuckle bloom. Bog turtles
are mating.

May | I: First brood of robins begin fledging. Rail
nests are hatching.

May 13: Peak tulip-poplar bloom.

May 14 International Migratory Bird Day. Several
spring bird counts will be held around the state this
weekend, as will several “Birdathons” and “Wilda-
thons.”

May 16: Passion vine is in bloom. Mourning dove
nesting peaks.

May 18: Least terns are nesting.
May 19: Diamondback terrapins are nesting.

May 20: American alligators begin mating. Wild
strawberries are ripening.

May 21: One of the largest broods of |3-year
periodical cicadas—Brood XIX (also known as the
Great Southern Brood)—uwill emerge this spring.

May 23: Purple pitcher plants are in bloom.

May 25: Spider lilies are in bloom in Coastal Plain
bottomlands.

May 26: Loggerhead sea turtles begin nesting.

May 28: Marbled salamander larvae are transform-
ing; juveniles disperse from ephemeral wetlands into
terrestrial habitats on rainy nights.

May 3 1: Ruffed grouse eggs are hatching. Box
turtles begin nesting.

June I: Wild turkey eggs are hatching. Venus'
flytraps are in bloom in the southeastern
Coastal Plain.

June 3: Flame azalea is in bloom in the Mountains.

June 4: Grass pink orchids are in bloom in the
Coastal Plain.

June 7: Ruby-throated hummingbirds are feeding
young.

June 10: Rosy maple moths are emerging.
June 14: Peak sourwood bloom.

June 15: Spotted salamander larvae are transform-
ing; on rainy nights juveniles leave woodland pools
for terrestrial habitats.
